STEP 1 Start by cutting the yard of Loop in half so that you have 2 pieces that measure 18 in (46 cm) by 45 in (114 cm). Thisis for 18 in (46 cm) by 43 in (109 cm) curtains.

STEP 2 Take each piece and mark 4 in (10 cm) in from STEP 3 Stich along the edge of each fold to create STEP 4 Insert a dowel / conduit into the bottom
both shorter edges. Fold the edges in to these marks. a pocket along the top and bottom of the curtain. pocket before you hang the curtain so that it will
hang straight.
