- Use double sided carpet tape for good adhesion.  Can be found in most local hardware stores.

- On the sewing machine, straight stiches work best.  Be sure to do some tests to see which 
   settings on your machine will work well.

- Work on a large tidy workspace in order to keep the material clean.

- When using scissors. the best cutting method is to hold the scissors open and run them along 
   your line. (the material will cut like you wish wrapping paper did)

- In order to make the material softer and easier to work with crinkle it.

- Use velcro as a good attachment option.
